District 10 Tournament Schedule
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When ACBL changed to a magazine size format for the Bulletin, they discontinued includ-
ing the Mid-South Forum as an insert. Consequently, we use direct mail to deliver each 
issue to each ACBL member in District 10. The Forum has been operating at a loss since 
that time due to the cost of mailing and handling. The cost to the District of the Katrina 
rebuilding effort made it imperative to reduce the Forumõs losses.

At the District Board meeting in Biloxi steps were taken to reduce costs. The Forum will 
be published quarterly instead of bi-monthly, and ad rates will increase 10%. If we retain 
most of our ads, this will take care of the problem. It has been quite a while since ad rates 
have changed, and there have been several postage rate increases, with another coming in 
May.

The Forum Committee considered a number of options, including þnding a way to allow 
members to elect not to receive the Forum, making it available on the District 10 web 
site only, þnding a less expensive print shop, or mailing the Forum to clubs instead of 
individuals.

The committee found that we were already getting a good price on printing and mailing, 
that there isnõt a good way to allow people to opt out, that shipping to clubs wouldnõt save 
a lot of money but would leave out members who pay dues but donõt go to a club for one 
reason or another during a quarter, and that making it available on the Internet exclusively 
would leave out all members who donõt have Internet access, or arenõt comfortable enough 
with computers to download it.

The new Forum publication dates will be April, July, October, and January. Tournament 
organizers will need to do more advance planning to get their ad into the most appropriate 
issue for their tournament. The Forum remains the only cost effective way to make sure 
that every member of District 10 has a chance to see your tournament ad.

A number of board members expressed a desire to see more bridge related articles in the 
Forum, and to have more articles about our members. We have always been open to pub-
lishing your articles, but not many are submitted. If you have something about your bridge 
club, unit, or about an individual bridge player that you feel will be of interest to the mem-
bers of District 10, please forward it to Don Kemp. His contact information is on page 2 of 
the Forum. We hope to have some expert articles from time to time as well. If you know an 
expert whose arm you can twist, start twisting until he writes and submits that article.

DOWN BUT NOT OUT, OR KICKED OUT BUT STILL KICKIN’
  By Ed Cappel

In 1963 in the rural communities of Houma and Thibodaux, Louisiana, in Ca-
jun Country, Francis Marie Parr, now 89, organized an ACBL club on Thursday 
evenings. For a while, she conducted games of as many as twenty-two tables (two 
eleven-table sections) with homemade guide cards. 
 
In 1979, Del Mae Breerwood, now 85, a member of the club, took over the club 
and expanded it to Tuesday evenings. Eventually the Tuesday/Thursday club 
became ofþcially the Houma Athletic Recreational Company (HARC) with the as-
sistance of her husband Roy, now 87. The unusual name for a bridge club evolved 
from the fact that it was housed in a gym. Subsequently, the HARC went through 
SEVEN different locations: 1) the American Legion Home, 2) the Elks Club, 3) a 
Methodist church (where players smoking was òruining the drapesó, 4) the Houma 
Municipal Building (where it interfered with Mardi Gras balls), 5) the Shady Oaks 
Recreational Center (where forthcoming plumbing and electrical renovations 
forced them out, renovations to this day unrealized), 6) lawyer and fellow player 
Gary Blaizeõs ofþce (where partners in the þrm complained about the noise) to 
its present location 7) the Homestead Assisted Living Center, hopefully its òþnal 
resting place.ó

Again, thanks to the perseverance of Del Mae, Roy and even Francis Marie, the 
HARC is down but not out and still kickinõ. 
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The District 10 Board of Delegates met on February 2, 2008 in Biloxi, MS.  It was a very produc-
tive meeting as committee meetings were held during the week prior to the Board meeting.  A 
number of changes will be implemented as a result.  

The Forum Committee was asked to recommend changes which would allow the District to 
break even on the publication of the Mid-South Forum. The committee recommended that the 
Forum be published quarterly instead of bi-monthly, and that ad rates be increased 10%. Those 
changes were approved.  

The Tournament Oversight Committee has been working on sites for the Regional Tournaments 
for the years from 2011 to 2022.  A number of Regional sites may be changed. Information 
concerning the options will be given to each Unit and each Unit can provide input to Committee 
Chairperson, Chuck Wilkinson before April 1, 2008.  The recommendations of the Tournament 
Oversight Committee will be voted on at the Hot Springs Regional.  

As a result of Bill Cookõs report concerning the new site for the ACBL Headquarters, I sent the 
following letter:

 During the D10 Board Meeting, February 2, 2008, in Biloxi, MS, Bill Cook Jr., Dis  
 trict 10 Director, reported that the Real Estate Committee for the ACBL has   
 narrowed the sites to four for the location of the new Headquarters for ACBL.After   
 much discussion, I was asked, by unanimous vote, to direct a letter to the Board of   
 Governors and District Board of Directors, ACBL, conveying the desires of District   
 10  Members. The four locations being Atlanta, Orlando, Memphis or Dallas.

 It is our sincere desire that you seriously consider keeping the ACBL Headquarters in 
 Memphis. Memphis is, and has been for a long time, synonymous with ACBL Head  
 quarters.  We understand that it was imperative that the old building and location be   
 sold, that it was no longer conducive to the needs of our members, and it was just not  
 feasible to keep it any longer.  

 The Members of District 10 hope that you will present and strongly consider our 
 desire and request to keep the Headquarters in Memphis when the time comes for   
 choosing the new location.
